Never leave children unattended around water – not even for a second! 
• A child can drown in just a few inches of water – within seconds – often without any 

splashing or screaming. 
• Teach your child to swim at an early age – always have an adult supervising. 
• Flotation devices or inflatable toys are not substitutes for supervision. 
• Don’t mix alcohol and supervision of children. 
• Empty all buckets, pails and bathtubs completely after each use – do not leave them full and 

unattended.
